Obamacare is Here!

Popular Changek On the surface the bill contains some pop
changes to our U.S. Healthcare system, including providin
surance coverage to roughly 32 million uninsured American
instituting several new policies:

PP L B
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Beginning in 2014, states will establish exchanges to
offer insurance products. Employers with 100 o
fewer employees will be eligible to buy insurance
through the exchange. Federal tax credits will b
available to those making up to $88,200 for a fa
ily of four to help offset the new additional cost g
this mandatory insur af
chase coverage will be forced to pay a penalty (
to a maximum of $2,085 per family).

The new bill implements financial penalties if a com-
pany with more than 50 employees does not offe
coverage or company employees enter the new
change.

Also beginning in 2014, Medicaid eligibility is increas
to 133% of Federal Poverty Level, and parents ar
childless adults will be allowed to participate, in-
creasing the number of people in Medicaid and $
sequently overall cost to the taxpayers.

Insurers will be prohibited from denying coverage or
charging higher premiu
medical history or health condition. Parents will
allowed to keep children on their health plan until
age 26 in most cases.

The new reform law will create minimum benefit stan
dards, such as requiring that policies cover at le
60% of costs, and limiting owdf-pocket costs to
$5,950 per year for an individual and $11,900 fo
